A meeting was held in the West Meadowlark Community Hall June 2, 2010 to discuss the 

parking problems in several areas in our Community.  There was a representative from the City of  

Edmonton Parking Authority, in attendance to answer any questions and discuss the parameters nec-

essary to implement a parking policy to resolve these issues.   

The general consensus from those residents present at the meeting was that the best option for our 

neighbourhood would be the implementation of a 2 hour restricted parking between 8:00am and 

5pm except residents with valid permits from Monday through Friday. 

In order for the City to consider our request, we must have more than a ten block area in favour of the 

recommendation with 66% of those living in this area to sign a petition agreeing to the program.   

This will be a big project, but a necessary one as the parking in the south side of West Meadowlark 

has gotten increasingly worse.    

An information session and drop-in meeting is planned for Wednesday, August 4th at 7pm at the 

WMCL Hall (9311-165 St)  We encourage you to bring a neighbour. Come to the meeting to get more 

information, to sign the petition and to sign up as your block captain and take a petition home to your 

neighbours to gain support for the restricted parking program.  In order to implement these parking 

regulations we need total support from all of you who are affected by the non-resident parking.  

Please support us by attending the next meeting on Wed. August 4th at 7 PM  or we will assume 

that there is not enough interest and we will not proceed.

FIRE PIT ETIQUETTE AND RULES 

Backyard fire pits and fire places are a great way to enjoy the outdoors in Edmonton, 

but they can be dangerous and the smoke and noise can disturb your neighbours. 

Within Edmonton city limits, fire pits must meet certain specifications as set forth in the 

Community Standards Bylaws.  Please contact 3-11 or search online for more information on the stan-

dards to make sure that your fire pit is safe and legal. 

THE ONLY THINGS THAT CAN BE BURNED IN AN OUTDOOR FIRE PIT OR FIRE 

PLACE ARE: 

¶ Clean (non-treated), dry wood. 

¶ Charcoal. 

¶ Natural gas. 

 

Burning yard waste, garbage, paper, or anything else creates too much ð and possibly even toxic 

smoke. DO NOT BURN IT! 

 

Limit Noise and Smoke:  While you may enjoy the smell of wood smoke, not everyone does. Some 

medical conditions are aggravated by smoke. Make sure that your fire is small and burning clean, 

dry fuels to limit the amount of smoke drifting on to your neighbours' property.  It is also important to 

limit the noise from around the fire pit, especially late at night. 

Check for Fire Bans: Before starting a fire, check to make sure there are no fire bans in your area. Infor-

mation about fire bans across the province is available online at www.albertafirebans.ca or by calling 1-

866-FYI-FIRE . 

Report Fire Pit Concerns: If you have a concern about a neighbourôs fire pit, call 311. A Municipal En-

forcement Officer or Community Standards Peace Officer will investigate, depending on the problem. 

You must provide your name, address and telephone number along with the address of the bylaw viola-

tion and a description of the problem. 

If you believe your neighbourôs burning fire is dangerous, call 911 and Fire Rescue Services will re-

spond immediately.
